Required Immunizations

Rabies: Pre-exposure vaccination is given intramuscularly and consists of three injections, one injection per day on days 0, 7, and 21 or 28.
Students must provide proof of the first rabies shot to the Compliance office no later than July 15 for the year they intend to start the program.
Proof of series completion is due to the Compliance office prior to the start of the fall semester.

A letter indicating the requirement for a rabies immunization can be obtained from the Compliance office. Some insurance companies require
this documentation to determine if the immunization is a covered expense.

Influenza: Obtain vaccination between Sept.1and Nov. 15. Proof of completion is due the Compliance office on Nov. 15.

Tetanus: Complete before starting the first semester. This vaccine is valid for 10 years.
Students may choose the healthcare provider of their choice. Winneshiek Public Health is a local provider that offers all of these immunizations.
