Enrollment Requirements
High School Complet ion.
Certify you are a high school graduate or have a high school equivalency diploma (HSED). All documents must be submitted to the College Admissions Office
at admissions@nicc.edu. 

Placement Assessments.
All students must achieve a minimum reading level prior to being accepted. Requirements may be satisfied by high school coursework completed in the past five 
years, college courses or completing one of the following placement assessments: ACT®, ACCUPLACER NEXT GENERATION® or ACCUPLACER®. Students should submit 
their high school or official college transcripts or assessment results to the Admissions Office for consideration of an assessment waiver. The placement assessment 
must have occurred within three years of your application date. Paramedic applicants must meet one of the following minimum requirements for reading placements:

Coursework.
Completion of one of the following courses is required with a minimum grade of C- or better and must have been successfully completed no more than five years prior 
to the student?s application date. For transfer consideration of the following coursework, request official college transcripts be sent to admissions@nicc.edu for 
evaluation.

· Human Biology [BIO: 157] OR Basic Anatomy & Physiology with lab [BIO:158 & BIO:160 ] OR Anatomy & Physiology I and II with labs [BIO:168 & BIO:173
